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Guidelines for Approval of Manuscripts

If you prepare a manuscript that involves ANMC or Alaska Native / American Indian people in the Anchorage bowl and the Matanuska-Susitna Valley, or any of the 60 villages in the Anchorage Service Unit, the Southcentral Foundation (SCF) Board of Directors must review and approve it before you submit it for publication.  

Southcentral Foundation is an Alaska Native-owned and managed tax-exempt regional health corporation operating under the tribal authority of Cook Inlet Region, Inc.   Southcentral Foundation works to improve the health and wellbeing of Alaska Native and American Indian people through the development and implementation of comprehensive, relationship-based, health-related services that meet changing needs and empower individuals and families to take charge of their lives.

Southcentral Foundation assures that all research that involves Alaska Native people in the Anchorage bowl and the Matanuska-Susitna Valley meets the highest ethical standards and is conducted in a way that is respectful of the rights of the Alaska Native people and their culture.  The publication of any research findings in a journal article, conference proceedings, or published report must be reviewed and approved by the Board of Directors. 

If you plan to submit a manuscript for consideration for publication in a journal, conference proceedings, or published report, please do the following at least 3 months in advance of submission:

1. If the work presented in the manuscript involves the Alaska Native Medical Center (ANMC) in any way (e.g., review of medical records or RPMS, use of primary care center or hospital facilities, authorship by ANMC staff, etc.) it must be reviewed by the ANMC Research Abstract / Manuscript / Proposal (RAMP) Review Committee.  This committee meets on the second and fourth Mondays of each month.  To begin this review, send the manuscript to the Research Director, Southcentral Foundation.  The Research Director can be reached at 907-729-4955.

2. After the manuscript has been approved by the Abstract / Manuscript / Proposal (AMP) Review Committee, if it involves the ANMC or Alaska Native people in the Anchorage bowl and/or the Matanuska-Susitna Valley, the manuscript must be reviewed and approved by Southcentral Foundation.  

3. The first stage of Southcentral Foundation manuscript review is done by the Executive Committee of the Southcentral Foundation Board of Directors.  This Committee will review the manuscript and make a recommendation to the Board for approval or disapproval.

4. If the Executive Committee recommends disapproval, the researcher will be notified and may not submit the manuscript for publication in its current form.

5. If the Executive Committee recommends approval, the Southcentral Foundation Board of Directors will review and make a recommendation for approval or disapproval.  The Board of Directors meeting will usually be about 4 weeks after the Executive Committee meeting.

6. The researcher will be notified in writing of the decision of the Board of Directors.
